
After SS8: Bouffier increases lead on thrilling 
Tour de Corse

Bryan Bouffier has extended his lead on round five of 
the FIA European Rally Championship with a stunning 
run live on Eurosport and France 3 Corsica.

Driving a Peugeot 207 Super 2000, Bouffier was fastest 
by 4.3s through the Sarrola-Liamone test to grow his 
overall advantage to 19.5s with three stages left to run. 
“I like this stage a lot,” said Bouffier. “I was on the hard 
and soft tyres and the car was a moving a lot but I try 
to drive well.”
