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After SS11: Bouffier clinches Tour de Corse ERC glory

ders.

Stéphane Sarrazin held on for the final podium spot in his MINI despite
Craig Breen’s best efforts. Andreas Aigner clinched the ERC Production Car
Cup in his Subaru Impreza.
